If an update
is available, you will be presented with a yellow banner. Click on this banner to view the available
updates.

Manually Checking for Updates

It is also possible to manually check for updates - we recommend doing this as soon as you have
installed your software. You can initiate an update check at any time by following these
instructions:

ProDesign, SingleCable and Protect

Select the ‘Home', then '‘Support’ menu, selecting the ‘Check for Updates’ option and clicking on
the ‘Check Now’ button.

ProDesign 3D

Select the ‘ProDesign 3D’ ribbon in Revit, then ‘Application Settings’ menu, then select the ‘Check
for Updates’ option and click on the ‘Check Now’ button.

Availability of Web Updates

Updates are only available to users who have:

e |Internet access

e An active Trimble MEP product/service subscription or a current PremierCare agreement
for the specific application

e Registered your software on our website

Trimble Identity

Important information for all users

All Trimble software that makes use of online services (including those used for updates) requires
use of Trimble Identity. This is our way of helping ensure a secure and reliable service for our
customers.

Continuing to invest in delivering best-in-class, reliable and secure systems, Trimble has updated
Trimble Identity (TID), the method used to log in when using ProDesign, SingleCable and Protect
as well as other products from the Trimble MEP portfolio.

As a result, our software products have been updated top make use of the new and improved
Trimble Identity.

The 2021.0.5 release of ProDesign, SingleCable and Protect was the first version of the respective
applications to make use of this new Trimble Identity (TID) functionality.

To ensure continued access to our services (including the latest calculations, reports and circuit
management functionality), it is important that customers upgrade to at least the 2021.0.5
release by 30 August 2021. Email notifications have been sent to our customers with instructions.

This latest version of Trimble Identity includes multiple security and user experience features
including:

e Two-factor authentication - providing a second layer of security to protect your
company's information from malicious threats

e Single Sign-On (SSO) - enabling users to log into just one application while enabling
access to other applications - improving efficiency while keeping data secure.

e Social Sign-In — using Google and Apple authentication to provide a quick and simple
registration and login process.

e Ability to easily change the email address associated with your TID

Please note: separate updates for 2019 and 2020 versions of ProDesign, SingleCable and Protect
are also available from the usual Support download locations. These will also need to be applied
prior to 30 August 2021.

Once you are signed in, your username appears to the right of the toolbar (next to the personicon)
to confirm you are signed in. This also provides access to Trimble Connect if you have an account.

Logging Out

displays your user email address and a Sign Out button.

Click Sign Out.

Minimum Specifications

Computer (desktop or laptop)

Minimum PC and system requirements are:

e Processor: Intel Core i5 processor or better

RAM: Minimum 8 GB

Hard Disk Space: 20 GB free

Monitor: 1366x768 or better (min 256 colours)

Network: 1GB (wireless network connections may reduce performance)

Printer: Must be on the Microsoft ‘Hardware Compatibility List’ and drivers fully updated
Mouse

e Reliable Internet access will be required for some functionality

Additional Requirements

e NTFS file system required - not FAT32

e ProDesign suite applications must not be installed on a compressed drive

e Occasionally some users may encounter issues with particular configurations of antivirus
and/or firewall software

e ProDesign suite applications are designed to install locally, not over a network
